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FINDING BRITISH FAMILY NAMES

If an ancestor came from a part of
Britain unknown to the researcher, there is
a book to help him inthe Hutchinson Public
Library. It is entitled Homes of Family
Names in Great Britain by Henry Brogham
Guppy, Baltimore: Genealogical Publishing
Company, 1968, This btook gives the loca=-
tion of many surnames.

Surpose, for example, that the British
ancestor's surname 1is WHITE. The name is
listed in the index at the front of the
book. After the name are listed the pages
on which specific information can be found.

When the researcher turns to the entry on
WHITE, he learns that most of the families
by that name come from southwestern Eng-
land. The principal home countries are
Devonshire, Somerset, Dorset, Wilts and
Hants, Also, there are some midland WHITES
who are centered chiefly in Derbyshire anc.
Worchestershire. In Scotland, the spelling
of the name changes to "WHYTE", but it is
found infrequently in the extreme north.
In addition, there is information on the
origin of the name,

With the help of Homes of Family Names
in Great Britain, the researcher may be
able to narrow the search for his ancestor.
Indeed for a name less common than WHITE,
he may have relatively few places to
search,

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CENSUS MICROFILM PROGRAM

The National Archivesand Records Service
has resumed its census microfilm program.
The program is available only to public
libraries and other institutions, such as
genealogical associations. At the present
time, the 1790 to 1900 census schedules
and the Soundex are available. Later this
year the schedules and Soundex for the 1910
census will be available through the same
contractor.

The user may rent the film for seven
days. Extensions are permitted if they do
not interfere with +the schedule. The
basic seven day rental for both 35mm and
16mm film is $2.25 plus $1.00 mailing fee
for a total of $3.25 per roll. Overdue
charges of $2.25 are assessed if the film
is returned more than two days after the
designated return date.

Customers may order film to be delivered
on a specific date or theymay request film
to be shipped as soon as possible. In
either event, if the film cannot be shipped
within ten days of the receipt of the or-
der, a written confirmation will be sent
to the participating institution notifying
them of the arrival date of the film. The
program is designed for prompt shipment
when the film is available and systematic
scheduling when multiple orders accumulate.
No customer should have to wait more than
60 days.

It was November 11, 18?7 when Trustaman B. TOTTEN
and wife Hannah la.nded on the SE 6-23-9 with their
family of six., For six weeks they had camped in a
1little shanty in the southwest part of Sterling. Fa-
ther purchased a farm from a Mr. BARBER for $300 and
built a box house 16 X 24 feet of plain boards, with
the assistance of two of his new neighbors Willis HUNT
and John CRAMER.

The nearest
known as Hinman School house, " One three miles west
was known as Rising Sun. Father TOTTEN got the infor-
mation that you could have a school house every three
miles if you had a signed petition with no remonstrance
or 1if there were 14 schola.rs in the district. They
got the school.

Huntsville was named for a pretty town in the south,
then there was a Mr., HUNT who lived in the neighbor-
hood.

The spring of 1878 was a boomer for Huntsville, for
almost every quarter had a family move on it. The
school was filled and then a post office was needed.
